1 General information (STYLE HEADING 1)
The page size should be A4 with all the margins set to 15 mm.
1.1 Typefont, typesize and spacing (Style: Heading 2)
Use Times New Roman 12 point size and 13 point line spacing (STYLE: Text Body). Use roman type except for the headings (Heading tags), parameters in mathematics (not for log, sin, cos, ln, max., d (in dx), etc). Never use bold, except to denote vectors. Never underline any text. Use the small font (10 points) for tables ( STYLE: Table), figure and table captions (STYLE: Figure caption and Table Caption) and the references (STYLE: Reference text). 
2 Layout of text

2.1 Text and indenting
Text is set in two columns of 8.5 cm width each with 10 mm spacing between the columns. All text should be typed in Times New Roman, 12 pt on 13 pt line spacing except for the paper title (16 pt), author(s) (11 pt), and the small text in tables, captions and references (10 pt on 11 pt). All line spacing is exact. Never add any space between lines or paragraphs. When a column has blank lines at the bottom of the page, add space above and below headings. First lines of paragraphs are indented 5 mm.
2.2 Headings

Type primary headings in capital letters roman (STYLE: Heading 1) and secondary and tertiary headings in lower case italics (STYLE: Heading 2 and 3). Headings are aligned against the left margin. The style will give  24 pts above and 6 pts beneath the primary headings, 12 pts above and a 6 pts beneath the secondary headings. Headings are not indented. 
2.3 Listing and numbering

When listing use either the style Bullet List or the style Num List numbers. E.g.:

· Element 1 (STYLE: Bullet List).
· Element 2.

· Element 3.

or:

1. Element 1 (STYLE: Num List).

2. Element 2.

3. Element 3.

2.4 Equations
Use the equation editor of the selected word processor. Equations are not indented (STYLE: Formula). Number equations consecutively and place the number with the tab key at the end of the line, between parentheses. Refer to equations by these numbers. See for example Equation 1 below.

2.5 Tables

Locate tables close to the first reference to them in the text and number them consecutively. Avoid abbreviations in column headings. Indicate units in the line immediately below the heading. Explanations should be given at the foot of the table, not within the table itself. Use only horizontal rules: one above and one below the column headings and one at the foot of the table. Type all text in tables in small type: 10 on 11 points (STYLE: Table). Align all headings to the left of their column and start these headings with an initial capital. Type the caption above the table to the same width as the table (Style: Table Caption). See for example Table 1.

2.5.1 Table captions (Style: Heading 3)
Always use the Table Caption style (10 points size on 11 points). Place the caption above the table. Type as follows: ‘Table 1. Caption.’. The style will leave 6pt between the text and the table caption.

2.6 Figures

Number figures consecutively in the order in which reference is made to them in the text, making no distinction between diagrams and photographs. Figures should fit within the column width of 85 mm or within the type area width of 175 mm. Figures, etc. should not be centered, but placed against the left margin (use the style Figure).  Leave about two lines of space between the actual text and figure (including caption). Never place any text next to a figure. Leave this space blank. The most convenient place for placing figures is at the top or bottom of the page. Avoid placing text between figures as readers might not notice the text. For the text into figures use Times New Roman. Nine points should be the minimum size of the lettering. Photographic reproductions cut from books or journals, photocopies of photographs and screened photographs should be avoided.

2.6.1 Figure captions
Always use the Figure caption style tag (10 points size on 11 points). Place the caption underneath the figure. Type as follows: ‘Figure 1. Caption.’. The style will leave 6pt between the text and the figure caption.
2.7 References

In the text, place the authors’ last names (without initials) and the date of publication in parentheses, e.g (Rossi et al. 1996), (Rossi and Bianchi 1996). At the end of the paper, list all references in alphabetical order underneath the heading REFERENCES (STYLE: Reference title). The references should be typed in small text (10 pt on 11 pt) and second and further lines should be indented 5.0 mm (Reference text tag). If several works by the same author are cited, entries should be chronological:

2.7.1 Typography  for references

Last name, First name or Initials (ed.), year. Book title, Publisher.

Last name, First name or Initials, year. Title of article, Title oft Journal (series number if necessary), volume number(issue number if necessary), page numbers.
